	DBL C Clasp32 Icon   (on your desktop)

This brings up the Welcome Screen.  Wait for the program to load, if a message comes up:

Attaching the Harness

Have the client remove all jewelry not worn at night, loose change, keys and cell phone.

Wrists    - RED on Right        - YELLOW on Left

Ankles   - BLUE on Right      - BLACK on Left

Attach comfortably snug but not tight.

Headband – Use single ply tissue between the forehead and Headband, with the White cord to the Right side of the head.  

Bill Nelson’s Rules for the Harness

· Do not apply over broken skin

· Do not use on patients with pacemakers

· Do not use on patients with extreme electrical allergy

· Be Cautious with patients who have had electric shock therapy

· Wipe and clean the harness after each use (especially if contagion is suspected)

· Surrogate testing can be done on infants with the harness connected to the mother and the child in the mothers arms

· Always use a single layer of porous gauze or tissue over the head of the patient between the harness and the skin of the forehead.  If the harness is moved to other parts of the body then the tissue is not needed.

· If you suspect a problem then do not connect the harness to the patient, but have them place their hand on the test tray (or a piece of their person such as hair, blood, etc)

· Then use subspace link.

· Attempting to open the box will interfere with the operation and voids any guarantees on your device.

Demographics
Completing the questionnaire is an excellent opportunity to build a rapport with your client.  For best TEST results answer as many questions as possible. 

The Flashing screen will remove once you begin the questionnaire.

Fill in the Questionnaire moving through each question as quickly as possible.

If Personal Stress is 7 or more further questions will appear.

C Add more Data to Report   (lower left, below green panel, this will open to a series of six more screens including Impairment Data etc…)

C  The appropriate Data   (this can open valuable dialogue with your client)

DBL C  Background of each screen to close and move to the next screen.             


If you do not wish to put the information in all the panels in the first session you can add to the DATA in later sessions. 
The SOC Values indicate areas for adjusting lifestyle to improve wellness:         
0-100:                 This shows a high self-healing potential.

100-200:             This reveals the need for remedies and some lifestyle
